Distribution: Primary distribution via e-mailing list, and download from UWI-CARICOM Project website. Consideration may be made for a limited hardcopy (print) edition.

Thematic: IQ is conceived as a quarterly electronic (soft) publication featuring issues (see sub-headings in Pilot Issue, Contents) related to the regional integration process. Core target audience is envisioned as students and professionals within the 18-40 demographic region-wide. IQ will also serve as a news magazine on UWICARICOM Project related projects and initiatives.
